The 2010 District Finals
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INFORMATION SHEET

All final matches in the Lower Island District Cup competition will be hosted by the Sooke Soccer Club at Fred Milne Park in Sooke over the April 10/11 weekend. 

The Lower Island District Cup is open to all Lower Island U13-U18 club teams except for those teams that will represent LISA in an inter-district cup competition. 

That means the Gold league winners from U13 to U18 are not eligible for the District Cup as the Gold league champions will represent LISA in the Island Invitational Cup (the Tournament of Champions). Those first-place Gold teams will play the Upper Island rep for the Vancouver Island championship. The 46th edition of the Island Invitational Cup will be hosted by the Upper Island district, May 8/9, in Oceanside and Qualicum.

In addition to the Gold league winners, also not eligible for the District Cup are all BCSA “B” reps for the Lower Island. LISA’s “B” Cup reps advance to play the Upper Island reps with the winners qualifying for the BCSA “B” provincial tournaments in July. (A “B” Cup rep and a Gold league winner can be the same team.)

Also not eligible for the Lower Island District Cup would be any club team that enters the Provincial “A” Cup competition plus any team ruled ineligible by LISA for disciplinary reasons or rule infractions.

All of the club teams playing in U13-U18 leagues in the Lower Island district  --  except as mentioned  --  are eligible for the District Cup.

The District Cup is a “cup format competition” it is not a league playoff. The league championship is determined by the league standings based upon games played throughout the season. 

In addition, not all the teams in a league compete in that league’s District Cup. As mentioned, the Gold league winner and the BCSA “B” Cup rep are not eligible for the District Cup. Also the league winners at the Silver and Bronze level are promoted for District Cup. The Bronze league champion competes in the Silver District Cup and the Silver league champion competes in the Gold District, if they are eligible. 

Also any team that enters the BCSA “B” Cup can only compete in the Gold District Cup. That is, if a Silver or Bronze team entered the “B” Cup competition that team would no longer be eligible for the District Cup at the level in which that team played its league games. 

However, there is an exemption to this rule. If a club has only one team in total in an entire age division (for instance, a club has a U16 Girls Silver team but no other U16 Girls Silver team or a U16 Gold Girls team or U16 Bronze Girls team) then that team could enter the BCSA “B” Cup and still compete in the District Cup at the level in which that team played its league games, as long as it did not win the Lower Island BCSA “B” Cup playdowns or finish in first place.

The District Cup is a single-elimination draw. Winning teams advance to the next round while the losing teams are eliminated. When teams are eliminated from the District Cup competition LISA stops scheduling for them. In other words, it is the end of their season. 

The home team for a match is pre-determined by the draw grid and the order in which those teams are drawn onto that grid. However, all final matches in the District Cup competition are played on the fields supplied by the host club for that year’s District Cup. The team that is the designated home team for the District Cup final must play in a different-coloured kit than their opponent.

District Cup finals are scheduled throughout the entire weekend at the host club’s facility. Teams could be scheduled to play their final at any start time over the course of that weekend. Some teams will not play on their standard game day and most teams will not play at their standard start time.

All of the District Cup finals are held in a festive tournament atmosphere. Match officials are supplied as are game balls. Teams that reach the finals need to be aware that there is little, if any, turnaround time between the matches. Therefore you need to arrive early and find a place to warm up as your team might not get any warm-up time on your match pitch.

Immediately following each final both teams report to the presentation area for their District Cup awards ceremony. 

The winning team will be presented with the Lower Island District Cup (it is not a keeper cup and must be returned to the Lower Island Soccer Association the following season) and medallions/ribbons for the players and team officials (coaches, assistant coaches, managers). 

Players and team officials on the Lower Island District Cup runners-up will also receive individual participation medallions/ribbons. 

In addition, a game MVP will be honoured for both teams.

DATES FOR THE 2010 LOWER ISLAND DISTRICT CUP

February 27/28  --  Round 1 (for draws of nine to 16 teams)

March 6/7 and 13/14  --  LISA will not be scheduling any District Cup matches

March 20/21  --  Quarter-finals (and opening round for draws of five to eight teams)

March 27/28  --  Semi-finals (and opening round for draws of three or four teams)

April 10/11  --  Finals (hosted by Sooke Soccer Club)

Regarding matches scheduled during a school spring break (which can vary depending upon the school district or whether it is the public or the private schools), if BOTH teams would rather play their match on a different day BOTH teams need to apply to LISA in order to receive permission to do so. 

If approved they can play their match before or after their originally-scheduled date but they must have their match completed before the next round is to take place.

Teams are advised that if they intend to apply for permission to play their match on a different date that they should discuss alternate dates before agreeing to apply for a re-scheduling. Sometimes teams agree to change their original date but later on when they try to reach an agreement on when to play their match they realize that they can not find a date or time that is suitable for both teams.

Under-13 Gold  --  starts March 20

Under-13 Bronze  --  there are only two teams so both qualify for the final April 10/11

Under-14 Silver  --  starts February 27 with just one match

Under-14 Bronze  --  starts March 27

Under-15 Gold  --  starts March 27

Under-15 Silver  --  starts March 20

Under-15 Bronze  --  there are only two teams so both qualify for the final April 10/11

Under-16 Gold  --  starts March 20

Under-16 Silver  --  starts February 27 (with one match or two matches, depending upon who wins the league)

Under-16 Bronze  --  No District Cup as there is only one team, which will play in the U16 Silver District Cup.

Under-17 Gold  --  if two teams both qualify for the final April 10/11; if just one team, no District Cup

Under-17 Silver  --  starts March 21

Under-18 Gold  --  if three teams starts March 28; if two teams both qualify for the final April 10/11

Under-18 Silver  --  starts March 21

BOYS

Under-13 Gold  --  starts March 20

Under-13 Silver  --  starts March 20

Under-13 Bronze  --  starts March 27

Under-14 Gold  --  starts March 20

Under-14 Silver  --  starts February 27 with two matches

Under-14 Bronze  --  starts March 20

Under-15 Gold  --  starts March 20

Under-15 Silver  --  starts February 27 with just one match

Under-16 Gold  --  starts March 20

Under-16 Silver  --  starts March 20

Under-16 Bronze  --  there are only two teams so both qualify for the final April 10/11

Under-17 Gold  --  starts March 21 or 28 (depends upon Gold and Silver league winners and B Cup rep)

Under-17 Silver  --  starts February 28 (if 10 teams there will be two matches; if 9 teams, one match)

Under-18 Gold  --  starts March 21 or 28 (depends if Gold league winner and B Cup rep are the same team)

Under-18 Silver  --  starts March 21

*NOTE:  Start dates are for the opening rounds. In some draws not every team will be playing in the opening round as they might have drawn a bye into the following round.
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
